

Crusade Promotion

The most important step to take when having a crusade is promotion. In order to assure that your crusade is as successful as those in the past, we have prepared a list of marketing and promotion steps that are necessary to take to reach your goals.

Enclosed in your promotional pack, you will find a DVD, pictures, poster and flyer artwork, a press release, and references.  You will also find sample posters and flyers to help get you started.

Promotional DVD – The promotional DVD is used to promote the crusade to your congregation and to inspire principals at your local schools to have us for an assembly.  You will get the best results from showing this DVD the Sunday three weeks and one week before your crusade.  This will get the congregation excited and they will start telling family and friends.  You also need to take this DVD with you when you are setting up at school assemblies so that the principal can see first hand how motivating and inspiring the team can be to children of all ages.

Promotional Pictures and Facts – The pictures, press release, biography, and reference letters are for use in local newspapers, radio spots, flyers, etc.  Using these impressive pictures and facts will catch the interest of the community.  Remember:  Untold is unknown.

Poster and Flyer Artwork – The poster and flyer artwork step is one of the most important steps of all.  Our catchy posters and flyers help draw in the community by capturing the attention of children, young adults, and adults.

1. First, you need to decide how many posters and flyers you will need to make sure everyone in the community is aware of the crusade.  Posters need to be put in windows of local and surrounding stores.  Flyers should be handed out to everyone in your congregation (usually 5-10 per person).

2. Next, contact your local printer and ask them to print the amount you have determined with your church name, location, and dates of the event.  (Note:  many printers will either donate or print the posters and flyers at cost because it is for a good cause.  It is also a tax write-off at the end of the year.)

3. Once you have your posters and flyers ready, post and hand them out to throughout your community.  Here are just some examples churches have used in the past to promote their crusade:

· Have the local pizza parlors hand them with out with deliveries.

· Have everyone in your congregation be responsible for giving a flyer to 5-10 people.

· Have them inserted into bulletins, newsletters, newspapers, etc.
