	Chain Saw to Prepare log (must have very sharp chain and one back up chain) rent from Home Depot/Lowes or borrow from a member of church.  Because of the way we have to cut the log we need a big chain saw like a Stihl Saw 440 or equivalent commercial grade

	10 lbs CO2 Fire Extinguisher call local fire dept for information on where to get this item.  CO2 Fire Extinguishers ARE NOT the ones you have hanging around your church.  Those are dry chemical and we cannot use them.  CO2 Fire Extinguishers are used in kitchens and in areas (like your church) were chemical power cannot be used without damaging the furniture and taking the oxygen out of the room.  Please note the difference.  Make sure you read the info carefully. Has to be CO2
